But of equal or more imj
tance is the rigor of courses taken. Academicallggesaviewthe proper placement of students in honors, college
and AP courses. Thesatize that anA’'or B” student may struggle to a “B or C” in aevdi$ cdt course. The
course may slightly (ever so slight) lower an already posfibeiGie a signtant factor in accepting the student
to their institution. My advice is to take the endi$ cut course if it 'tsyaur schedule and the student is capable
of doing the work. Since collegesiewnorethan grades, the experience may becdi$but more benekial in
the long run.

If your daughter does not meet therpruisite®f an honors or AP course, she will betenteed into her
choice. She can however appeal to Dr. Dgnvpise will eviewthe situation on an individual basis aedder a
decision.

Asyau approach the scheduling process, let me suggest some thoughts that four children and forty one
of experience have taught me:

1. Make the course selections with a plan in mind.

2. Consult with your chilsl'guidance counseldo reviewhow the selected courseéto the grand scheme of
high school. Technology is wonderful but nothing beats face to face conversations.

3. Have a backup plan in mind should an elective not be o"ered due to low enrollment.

4. Once student choices have been made, she will have until the end of August to change or drop. Decisior
whether a course will run the following year are made in the spring.

5. Once school starts, only programmatic changes will be considered. Make sure you can live with your c
prior to the opening of school.

6. Proper preparation pveats poor performance and procrastination can be very detrimental.

7. Struggling is not all bad. It can be a motivator and a great preparation for your daughter’s college years.
8. Be aware that teenagers change their minds. The mindset may be on medicinredoicatiay the next and on
business the next. Be patient as high school is noathi@grground for futue careers but rather a place to learn
skills which will generally allow them to move to the next phase of their life.

9. Enjoy the teenage years (sometimesuti$o do) as they pass quickly.

10. The choices you make today are important, but not brain surgery (see ' 8). Make the decision and go witl

To students and parents, students should do their best to prepare for the future, push themselves and
joy their youth. It passes quickly. Onward towards spring#

Honor Society selection process. Unlessther mitigating circumstances, adherence to the school ztten-
dance policy is also taken into consitien. This year the junior selection procedures will take place egdrly in
the second semester.

The National Chapter of the National Honor Society mandates the following foactehstics
Scholarship, ChacterLeadership, and Service. Students meeting the academic and character critefig shoul
be awar that they must be able to demonstrate service and leadership as well. We encourage par¢nts to h
discussion, helping their daughter to see her owngttrs in these four areas. It is a teachable momenglas we
arenot born knowing how to do this. Such a conversation would bewdsefaér she is presenting hergelf
for consideration for the National Honor Society or for college.

When considering a candidate, the faculty committee is looking for sustained leadership angl servic
at school and in the communifyhe typical National Honor Society member doe®rti@n the minimunm
Foofrint hours. A balance between community and school service and leadersiipeated. A well
rounded individual is sought. For example, if a student is heavily involved in sports, she also mugt|be doi
some other activity as well.

It should be noted that service activities must be unpaid and that leadership activities are ndt limite
to elective o®es. Quiet leadership, that is, being a leader without a title, is also considered.
