On Mach 24th, 15 SHA students
joined a bus-load of Buwdbnians on
their journey to Véishington D.C. for the
30th Annual March for Life. After an
overnight bus ride, the students joined
over 60,000 teenagers for ayouh
Rally. For three hours, the participat-
ed in praise and worship music, listened
to motivational and inspation speak
ers on life issues. Thegent culminated
with Mass celebrated by his Eminence
Donald Cardinal Wuerl; a proclamation
from Pope Benedict XVI to the young
people of America was read by dicar
nal who had travelled from thatian
for this event. After the youtlally,
our group gathered with over 500,000
people for a political rally at the national
mall and marh down the stets of downtown D.C. Showing unthe cry was to overturn the “RoaNdde”
decision which legalized abortions in our country.
