Sign up through 
Naviance and pick up a pass from the Counseling Center.

Director of Academics Update

My Visit to the Ukraine

 Since I was little, I dreamed of visiting the country were my family came from: 
Ukraine.  This past summer, that dream became a reality and I was " ying on a 
plane overseas.  Last stop: Lviv, Ukraine.  
 Located about 45 miles from Poland, Lviv is Ukraine’s cultural capital.  
There, I spent four weeks studying language and culture at Ukrainian Catholic 
University.  I willingly threw myself into a country where I could speak and read 
very little of the national language.  
 Studying language and culture has a whole new meaning when you’re living in 
that country.  I heard the language daily, I was forced into the culture, and as a 
result, I experienced culture shock.  I was also making history by studying at the 
only Catholic university located on former Soviet soil.
 My # rst day of classes was a great learning experience.  My professor, Oksana, 
introduced herself and then continued to lecture in full Ukrainian.  That # rst 
day, I might have under-
stood 5' of what she 
said.  After that day, ev-

erything got easier.  By the end of the # rst week, I no longer 
found it odd that I couldn’t understand everything that was 
happening around me.  Instead, I appreciated when I did 
understand something, and I was determined to learn more.  
In the mean time, I was also learning about Ukrainian histo-
ry and culture.  I learned about the heroes of Ukraine- many 
who were authors, poets, and artists.  It was these individuals 
who gave birth to the intense national pride that has existed 
in Ukraine from the oppressed years through today.
 Walking through the streets of Lviv, I could actually 
see the in" uences of the past.  Ukraine gained its indepen-

dence from the So-
viet Union on August 24, 1991.  I would be greeted in Russian at some 
of the Soviet style storefront shops.  Statues dedicated to Polish heroes 
were located throughout the city.  But among these, it was impossible 
to overlook Ukraine’s immense pride.  People walked the streets waving 
Ukrainian " ags.  Children and adults were often found in the city center 
singing Ukrainian folk songs.
 Ukraine is a country # lled with traditions and rituals.  I celebrated 
Ivana Kupala (the Feast of St John the Baptist, and a celebration of the 
summer harvest), Ukrainian Constitution Day, and every Sunday there 
were Church services throughout the city.  I ate traditional food: borscht 
(beet soup), varenyky (pierogies), deruny (potato pancakes), and holubt-
si (stu! ed cabbage rolls).  I even made the Channel 24 news in Ukraine 
singing at the University. 
 With my sense of adventure and my desire to learn about my culture, 
I can # nally tell you what it means to be Ukrainian.  I’m Ukrainian and 
proud of it$

 ~Seniors must also complete a senior re" ection paper about their service experience 
 ~Complete and submit a Footprints Placement Approval Form prior to beginning any service work.  These forms 
 are available outside the nurses’ o&  ce, outside the campus ministry o&  ce, and can be printed from the Campus 
 Ministry webpage on the SHA website.  There is also an online form that may be submitted on the Campus 
 Ministry webpage.  
 ~Complete a Footprints Veri# cation Form for each service placement when completed and submit it to the 
 campus ministers or the mentors   

Footprints Grading:  Students do receive a # nal grade on their report cards for their service work.  The grading is done 
as follows:
 ~Students who complete the minimum requirement of 20 service hours and turn their hours (and, for seniors,
 their paper) in on time will receive a G (good) 
 ~Students who complete at least one hour or more above the minimum requirement and turn their hours (and,
 for seniors, their paper) in on time will receive an E (excellent)
 ~Students who complete at least the minimum requirement, but turn their hours (or, for seniors, their paper) in
  late will receive an S (satisfactory)
 ~Students who do not complete the minimum requirement (or, for seniors, do not turn in their paper) will 
 receive a U (unsatisfactory).  Any student who does not complete all of her hours will be required to make up any
  hours that are owed.  Any senior who still owes hours or a paper at the time of graduation will not receive her
 diploma until that work is completed.  

 In addition, service awards can be earned by students who go above and beyond the requirements.  The St. Clare 
Award for Excellent Service will be given to each student who completes 50 hours or more in one year.  The St. Francis Award for 
Outstanding Service will be given to each student who completes 100 hours or more in one year.  

Service Opportunitites:  A list of Upcoming Service Opportunities is continually updated on the Campus Ministry web-
page.  This list is located under “Footprints Service Program” and is a great resource for students looking to ful# ll their 
hours.   A general list of service placement sites that the students may contact is also available on the webpage.  This is not 
an exhaustive list, but does include over 100 places where the girls can volunteer.
